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Rural Municipality of Piney

By-Law No. #75/2011

BEING A BY-LAW OF THE RURAL MUNICIPALITY OF PINEY TO DELEGATE CERTAIN PURCHASING POWERS. 
WHEREAS “The Municipal Act”, S.M. 1996, Chap. M225 provides in part as follows:



“A council may by by–law delegate any of its powers, duties or functions under a by–law or this or any other Act to the head of council, a council committee, the chief administrative officer or a designated officer, unless the by – law or Act otherwise provides”;

AND WHEREAS Council of the Rural Municipality of Piney deems it expedient and in the best interest of the public of the Rural Municipality of Piney to delegate certain of its purchasing powers; 

NOW THEREFORE the Council of the Rural Municipality of Piney, enacts as follows:

DEFINITIONS 
1.1
“Chief Administrative Officer” means the Chief Administrative Officer of the    Rural Municipality of Piney. 

1.2
“Municipality” means the Rural Municipality of Piney. 

1.3
“Capital” means assets having physical substance that:

i. Are used in the production or supply of goods and services; 
ii. Have useful economic lives extending beyond one year; 
iii. Are to be used on a continuing basis; and

iv. Are not for sale in the ordinary course of operations; and

v. Are betterments that increase the service potential (i.e. capacity),   reduce the operating cost, or extend the useful life of an asset.  

and includes, but not limited to items as equipment, computers, computer 
software, vehicles, buildings, land, roads, bridges, water and sewer systems, dams, 
and canals.

1.4 “Non-Capital” means assets having physical substance that:

i. Are used in the production or supply of goods and services; 
ii. Have useful economic lives of less than one year; and
iii. Are maintenance and repairs that maintain the service potential of an asset over its given useful life.  

DELEGATION OF PURCHASING AUTHORITY 
2.1
Subject to the restrictions hereinafter contained, Council of the Municipality hereby delegates the authority to make purchases on behalf of the Municipality to the Chief Administrative Officer.
2.2
The Chief Administrative Officer is limited to making expenditures as specified in the Rural Municipality of Piney Purchasing Policy formally adopted by Council. 

2.3 
All purchases by the Chief Administrative Officer of either a capital or non-capital nature must be within the amounts included in either the operating budget or capital budget of the municipality. 

2.5 
Any expenditure not included within one of the budgets referred to in Section 2.4 must be approved by a resolution of Council of the Municipality. 

2.6 The Chief Administrative Officer is hereby authorized to execute any documents and/or agreements required in connection with a purchase that is within his/her authority.

2.7 The Reeve is hereby is authorized to making expenditures in emergency situations.
