THE RURAL MUNICIPALITY OF PINEY

BY-LAW NO. 73/2011
A BY-LAW OF THE RURAL MUNICIPALITY OF PINEY TO LICENSE AND REGULATE THE PLACING OR LOCATING OF RV TRAILERS USED AS SEASONAL LIVING ACCOMODATIONS ON PRIVATE, PUBLIC OR MUNICIPAL LAND IN THE MUNICIPALITY.

WHEREAS Section 232 (1) of The Municipal Act S.M 1996 provides that “a council may pass by-laws for municipal purposes respecting the following matters:

(n)   businesses, business activities and persons engaged in business;”


AND WHEREAS  Section 232 (2) of the municipal Act S.M. 1996, provides that a council may in a by-law passed under this Division

“(e) subject to the regulations, provide for a system of licenses, permits or approvals, including any of the following:


(i) establishing fees, and terms of payment of fees, for inspections, licenses, permits and approvals, including fees relating to recovering the costs of regulation,”


AND WHEREAS it is deemed advisable to provide for the licensing of RV trailers and park model trailers within the Rural Municipality of Piney;

NOW THEREFORE the council of the Rural Municipality of Piney, duly assembled, enacts as follows:
1. Definitions:
In this by-law, the following definitions shall apply:

a) “Council” means the Council of the Rural Municipality of Piney

b) “Municipality means the Rural Municipality of Piney

c) “Recreational Vehicle or RV” or “travel trailers” means any portable structure or vehicle that may be towed or propelled by a motor vehicle or some other means and capable of being used for either the living, sleeping or eating accommodation of a person or persons, notwithstanding the fact that the said structure or vehicle has been jacked up or its running gear removed.

d) “Campground” or “Season RV Park” means any private or public land which a fee is charged for the placement of any RV or park model trailer.

e) “License Inspector” means any person appointed by the Municipality to administer and enforce the provisions of this by-law. 

f) “Park Model Trailer” is a recreational unit built on a single chassis mounted on permanent axles with wheels, are manufactured and designed for recreational semi – annual use (not for winter use), usually wider than 8.5 feet and are classified as an RV/travel trailer CSA standards, equipped with a maximum 50 amp service and qualify under this by-law if it is located in a council – approved seasonal RV Park or campground.  Park Model Trailers are not eligible for Manitoba Public Insurance (MPI) registration.

g) “Moblie Homes” are designed for year round permanent housing and with a permanent setup, do not have permanent axles and are not covered under this by-law.  Mobile Homes are equipped with greater than 50 amp electrical service.  All mobile homes are assessable as per the Municipal Assessment Act, thus do not quality under this by-law.

2.  License

a) No person shall place or locate a RV or Park Model Trailer within the limits of the Municipality for recreational use for a period of over 21 days unless the said person has first applied for and obtained from the R.M. of Piney a license to do so.  A landowner is permitted to store their personal RV or other persons RV on their own land when the unit is not in use.  

b) Every application for a license shall be done so on a form approved by Council.
c) 
The license fee for an RV shall be $45 per annum.



The license fee for a Park Model trailer shall be $100.00 

per annum.

d) During reasonable hours, the License Inspector may inspect any premises licensed under this by-law for the discharge of his duties.  

e) The municipal administration shall send an annual letter to all private campground owners reminding them to submit their trailer report with fee by the due date.

f) The owner of the land on which an RV or park model trailer is parked or standing shall collect the annual license fee and remit it to the Municipality no later the  31st day of October in each year; and if he fails to collect or emit the fees, the amount thereof shall be added to the taxes payable in respect of the land and collected in the same manner as other taxes payable in respect of the land.

3.  Penalties

Any person, person, firm or corporation who violates or fails to comply with any of the provisions of this by-law shall be subject to a fine of not more than $25.00 for each offence.  Each day that a violation is permitted to exist shall constitute a separate offence.
