AND WHEREAS all levels of government have a responsibility for preventing the loss of life; harm or damage to the health and wellbeing of people; damage to property or infrastructure in the case of an emergency;
AND WHEREAS THE R.M.’s of Stuartburn, Piney, Franklin, La Broquerie and Hanover have all recently suffered from a massive wildfire event which covered immense portions of the Southeast Manitoba region, during which emergency crews had limited or no access to cellular phone service whatsoever causing delays ins response time to reach or even be aware of fires which surrounded people and properties;

AND WHEREAS the lack of cellular service in the area leaves the Municipalities involved in a crisis situation unable to communicate with emergency responders, evacuees, volunteers, and people delegated to travel into areas within the vicinity of the emergency to deliver food, water and necessary supplies;

BE IT RESOLVED THAT the RM of Piney demand the Federal Government, Province of Manitoba, and cellular phone service providers to take immediate steps to rectify this matter and provide the Southeastern region of Manitoba with life-saving consistent cellular service.
